Jewelry in the 19th and 20th century

In the National Institution - Institute for Protection of Cultural Monuments and Museum - Stip,
a significant segment of ethnological heritage belongs to jewelry from metal and beads. Until
now, the jewelry was partly exhibited as part of national traditional clothing, or as part of other
exhibitions. Most of the items date from the nineteenth and early twentieth century.

The concept of the exhibition includes items that are used for decorating all parts of the body,
starting from the head, neck, chest, waist, arms and fingers. But also, other objects, representing
fashion items and inevitable accessory such as handbags, wallets, bags for loose change, etc. are
presented in this exhibition. This category includes other decorative items, such as hookah, tobac-
co-box and bottles cases.

Even today, when a jewelry is mentioned, our thoughts goes to treasurable objects made of
precious metals - gold, silver, platinum; precious and semiprecious stones and pearls, and only
then we think about the jewelry made of less valuable materials, but still intended for personal
adornment for women and less for men. In attempts to determine the origin of jewelry and the
term itself, some ethnologists and theoreticians of human sciences consider jewelry as an uni-
versal language that was created by the mankind and that the ornamentation and decoration of
the body is as old as humanity itself. Regardless of the level of cultural development, the need for
decorating the body appeared in all cultures from prehistoric times to the present. This confirms
its present in all historical periods and in every society as it is today.

Like other types of arts, the jewelry in its own content keeps our rich cultural heritage, our tra-
dition and experience of different influences from the past periods. Sometimes it’s just a clothing
detail, but at the same time it is a symbolic mark on the social and economic status and religious
affiliation. However, it is also concluded that its main function was to serve as a protective agent
against evil, bad forces and influences.

The decorative jewelry, like in all other nation, in the Macedonian history has a long tradition
and has generally been represented in the sixties of the 20th century, especially among the ru-
ral population. Jewellery in broad masses, unlike the wealthy, is usually made along the lines of
precious jewelry, but with significantly cheaper materials. In this way it was enabled the preser-
vation of certain old forms which slowly adapted to the national tradition and craftsmanship of
the creative craftsmen - artisans. That skill and creativity, stressed the value of generated jewelry,
with its many details which, in turn, leads to diversity in ornamentation and decoration in our



nation. As part of the material culture of the Macedonian people and nations, the differences in
jewelry are noticeable between rural and urban decoration. In the cities it was less frequent, but
made of precious material, while rural jewelry was made from simple materials, but more diverse
and extensive. Also the differences between ethnic jewelry areas were noticeable, not only in the
number of jewelry, but also in the material they were made, although often made by the same
craftsmen. The population in the Western Macedonia were decorated with massive and precious
jewelry, while in the eastern part of Macedonia, the decoration is not as rich and with less quality
craft processing, indicating a weaker economic power of this part of the country.

According to the material from which it is made, whether as craft or home products, jewelry
is divided into several groups.

The first group includes jewelry of plant origin. The oldest and most common way is deco-
rating with natural resources, i.e. what the nature has to offer, the flowers - basil, marigold, tulip,
carnation, rose, periwinkle and more. The Basil was worn as a“bouquet” placed behind the ear or
in the hair. According to popular belief, the flowers with strong colors, especially red, symbolize
happiness, health and joy and at the same time protects them from evil forces.

The second group is animal origin jewelry. It is twisted wool, decorated and painted in crim-
son (red) color from which “reski” or “potkit” were knit; they served as an addition of hair decora-
tion and details in the national traditional clothing. The feathers of various birds, shells and snails
houses, also appear as decorative detail, especially in wedding dresses.

The third group of jewelry is made of beads. The beads were used as decorative detail, also
known as the “Pearl” (from the French word “la perle”, and Latin “purila” - grain). Its usage dates
from a distant past. The first beads derived from nature i.e. were stone, bone, shell, minerals and
the industrial production of the beads arise much later. The decoration with beads was charac-
teristic of ancient times, such as the ancient people of Egypt, Persia, Babylon and Mesopotamia.
Gradually, they became an integral part of clothing and they were more worn as amulet than as
decorative detail. But over time, except of these features, the beads were used as means of pay-
ment, especially in the middle ages when the beads was mass produced for trade. In this period,
in the 17th and 18th centuries, the largest manufacturers and suppliers of beads were England,
France, Germany and the Czech Republic. Their factories, during the 19th century, supplied the
countries all over the Balkans and Central Europe. In the past, the main raw material for the manu-
facture of beads was glass and later, plastic beads appeared with lower cost and lower quality but
much more affordable for people.

The cells of beads can be different in shape, size and color, therefor they can be round, elon-
gated, cylindrical, in one color or multicolored. The beads, acting as jewelry reached their largest
usage in the first decades of the 20th century. They were mostly used by the rural population in
jewelry production. The jewelry made of beads was present all over Macedonia, but as primary



decorative item was used mostly in the Eastern part of Macedonia. The most characteristic motifs
that were used in decoration were plants — branches, grapevine, leafs, roses, tulips. These mo-
tifs were inspired by the Orient (Asia Minor, Persia), and arrived in Macedonia trough the people
working in Romania, Bulgaria and Serbia.

From the geometric motifs, most prevalent were circles, triangles, rhomb, zigzag and dotted
lines. They served as an ornament with protective meaning - as an amulet that provides protec-
tion. The diverse jewelry like belts, necklaces, bracelets, massive necklaces made of beads known
as “kjustek’, and other embroided details for clothing decoration was handmade by women and
girls. The jewelry made of beads was made in two ways: creating a string with grain after grain
using a sewing needle and then sewing the strain on material; using tapestry sawing line on ma-
terial.

The jewelry made from metal constitutes the fourth group. The metal jewelry was created
mostly in the 19th and early 20th century with purpose to complement the beautiful traditional
clothing. This jewelry was made of various materials (gold, silver, copper, brass) and crafted with
different techniques (hammering, molding, engraving, filigree and granulation) and crafted by
the skilled hands of hammering crafters. This jewelry holds the feature of the past, but also orna-
mental detail characteristic of our nation. This variety of jewelry, its forms, symbolic meaning and
the merger with clothes eventually leaded to more versatile function in clothing.

Different jewelry made of metal was used for head decoration. The jewelry functioned for
holding the hat or a scarf, or a simple role of ornament. The most known jewelry worn on the
head was the “tepelak” - bridal head-dress ornament crafted of round metal decorations, mostly
made of metal coins and decorative needles with “lashes” - ornaments made from metal shaped
as leaves or needles in the form of hairpins for holding the hear. Another bridal head-dress orna-
ment is the “fundii’, made by craftsmen using the filigree technique. They were enriched with dec-
orations of metal coin chains and decorative stones. The earrings are traditional ornaments and
the very first jewelry that the female child worn. They came in different forms, from simple circle
decorated with filigree technique using parts of stones; pendulous; but also earrings that were
not worn on the ear, but pinned to the collar and attached to scarf were the weight of the jewelry
falls on the scarf and not on the ears.

The jewelry worn on the neck consists of various necklaces, often made of minted metal piec-
es — chains decorated with pendants or old metal coins, chains of lashes, cross or necklaces made
of beads.

The jewelry worn on the chest is similar to the neck jewelry, only more noticeable and much
richer and favorite among girls and young brides. Metal coins from gold, silver and brass strung
on thread, leather or velvet are a special kind of chest jewelry. They were worn as a medallion or
on ceremonial occasions attached to the chest.



The jewelry worn on the waist, like belts, was also required in traditional clothes. They were
made of various materials, nicely decorated and attached to textile or leather. In the late 19th
and early 20th century the craftsmen manufactured belts from thin silver wire - filigree. Special
adorned item in the front side of the belts were metal buckles which also had a key role as a but-
ton. Shaped as round, cube, rectangular or leaf shaped, they constitute the most striking part of
women jewelry. The buckles were mostly made from metal, silver, copper, brass, but there are
those that were made of beads and embroidery of gold thread. A great artistic effect was made,
with all the rich ornamentation of stylized geometric and floral motifs also with the decorative
stones, filigree details and satin ornament.

The favorite female jewelry worn on the arm were different types of arm bracelets — bracelets
and bangles. The bracelets were crafted of metal using the technique of casting, forging using
filigree parts connected with chains, while the beads jewelry was usually made by the women
themselves. The women wore diverse rings on their hands. As obliged, and sometimes the only
jewelry is the engagement and the wedding ring. Unlike other types of jewelry, rings were decora-
tive detail for women and men alike. The most known rings, that were worn are “kubelija’, “banski’,
“monogramni”and “kan - tashi” (turk.) - rings with red decorative stone, believed to possess pow-
er to stop the bleeding from the nose.

The jewelry made for male population in Macedonia was less diverse unlike women'’s, but
more massive and made of precious material. The connections to craft centers allowed, the urban
male population to use more metal decorative details as jewelry, such as the shackle - kopec “
which was carried on the chest; watch chains; rings. The men in the rural areas, because of the
distance from the city used more beads made jewelry. Such as various massive beads necklaces
on the chest, waist, using it in dance, for watch covers and ornaments for decorating their clothing
with sewing beads on the pockets.

Over the years, due to changes in traditional clothing and its disappearance, the handmade
jewelry disappeared too. Today, these old traditional jewelry products, marked as our national
treasure that was made by the skilled hands of craftsmen and rural women and girls, remains to
be kept in ethnological collections in museums.
