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Jewelry begins to be created when man tries to combine beauty, practicality and necessity, changing
the material and form, passing through all historical eras. The need for man to decorate himself and the
objects he uses, dates back to prehistoric times. Jewelry and tools were not separated at one point, until
man realized the difference between the need for work and the need for decoration. It is then when the
processing of stone, bone and other materials begins.

First, the so-called pendants made out of bone and stone appear, with magical-religious and aesthetic
needs of the man of that time. In this cultural epoch in the history of mankind, the jewelry samples from
the presented collection are from the period of the Early Stone Age — Neolithic (7000-3000 BC), from the
Amzabegovo-Vrshnik cultural group. Stone beads, amulets and bracelets made of bone, necklaces made
of shells, snails, stone-flint and bone are also present. The jewelry represented an ornament, but also a
status symbol.

In the Bronze Age — Chalcolithic (2100-1100 BC), metal began to be used, but also a greater presence
of jewelry. Metal jewelry in the territory of the Republic of Macedonia first appeared on a larger scale in
the Iron Age — Halshtat (1100-600/500 BC) period, and we learn about it mostly based on the custom of
placing it in graves, more often in women’s graves. It was most often made of copper and bronze, using the
casting technique, and was shaped in the form of geometric, animals, plants and anthropomorphic symbols
and figures. It is believed that this jewelry had several parallel functions: it indicated the gender and age
of the wearer, as well as his ethnic and social affiliation. The magical and religious function is particularly
emphasized, as an amulet that protects the wearer from various negative influences and surrounds him
with positive forces.

In the Middle Iron Age (8 — 6 century BC), the most prominent is the group of jewelry called
«Macedonian bronzes» or «Paionian bronzes», due to the territory of the Paionian tribes. The territory
of the Bregalnica region is included as one of the areas of their distribution. This group includes various
pendants, especially those shaped in the form of animals, poppy cups, miniature bowls, openwork
balls, caps with bird protoms, a circle, a wheel (a symbol of the solar cycle), and accessories of animal
representations.

In addition to pendants, the presented jewelry from this period also includes various types of fibulae
(decorative pins for holding clothes) with an arched or double-spiral shape, bracelets, pendants, torcs and
necklaces, as well as various applications that were fixed to the belt and clothing. In the development of the
fibula, its shape has changed, as has the change in the method of production and shaping, over the course
of several centuries. With all the stylistic and typological characteristics, its evolutionary development can
be traced. Certain fibulae sometimes have had the function of a status symbol, or could have indicate the
religious affiliation of the one who wears them.

Roman jewelry (2nd century BC — 4th century AD) developed under numerous influences, and
the experiences of Hellenistic and Etruscan workshops were used the most. In its production, various
decorative motifs and metal processing techniques were used — forging, casting, stamping, drawing and
twisted wire, puncturing, piercing, filigree and granulation. For the production of jewelry from precious
metals, wire and sheet metal were used, which were often applied decorations from other materials, such
as precious and semi-precious stones, glass paste.

Women decorated their hair, clothes and necks, while men mostly wore rings and fibulae. The most
commonly used jewelry were the buttons-fibulae for fastening clothes, while smaller ones usually served
as ornaments, that is, as brooches. Sometimes decorated pins were also worn, but more often they served
as hairpins. The ring (anulus) was a very widespread form of jewelry, worn by both men and women, and
it was customary to wear it on the left hand, but also on both hands. Gold rings in the Republican period
were only allowed to be worn by representatives of the government and the aristocracy, but in the early
imperial period this right expanded, so that from the end of the 2nd century the right to wear gold rings
was also granted to the military.

Key rings were worn by both men and women. Gems with engraved images were inserted into the
negative of the rings, and were used as seals for important documents. Armlets (armillae) were mainly
worn by women, but also by men (soldiers) and children. More often, multiple bracelets were worn on
both hands, and sometimes as an ornament on the upper arm.

They were made out of precious and non-precious metals, glass, jet and bone.

Necklaces (monilia) were exclusively women’s jewelry, and several could be worn at once. They
were most often made of wire in combination with colored beads and pendants made of thin leaves. The
necklaces usually had pendants, for example lunulae, bullae and cameos with various representations (e.g.
the head of Medusa, female representations, etc.). Earrings (inaures) together with decorative pins and
diadems make up the so-called head jewelry, worn throughout the Roman period.

They were usually worn by women, and came in various shapes and variants. They were often simple
in shape, made of wire, sometimes combined with pendants, or decorated with a semi-precious stone.

Hairpins (acus) are typologically different, were made out of metal, ivory or a combination of metals.
Simple hairpins with an undecorated head served to gather the hair, while those with a decorated head
were used to fasten and decorate luxurious women'’s hairstyles.

In the archaeological collection of the National Institute and Museum, Shtip, there is a variety of
jewelry, from which one can see the technical and artistic processing of jewelry used in the Roman Empire.
Most of it was made in local workshops, but there is also a possibility that it was imported along with other
objects. In particular, the diadem made of gold leaves, the silver decorative pins and the rings made of
bronze and gold, with inserted gems, and engraved plastically shaped figural motifs, stand out. They are
made of semi-precious stones, and a smaller part of glass. Jewelry in this period is most likely registered
as a gift to the deceased, from several registered archaeological sites.

Jewelry reached its highest level of development in the medieval era (7th-14th centuries), under
the influence of the ruling class and Byzantium, which is evident from the technology of production and
the use of materials. There was a superb handmade craftsmanship, with the most significant symbolism
and status. It was made from a variety of materials: bronze, copper, silver, glass and bone, and the use of
various techniques: casting, engraving, ironing, fastening, twisting, embossing, filigree, granulation, etc.
Samples of jewelry for the head, neck and hands, as well as for clothing (buttons, applications, buckles,
amulets- pendants), with the greatest number from the 9th-14th centuries.

In the early Middle Ages (7th-9th centuries), there are rings and fibulae with a bent leg, but also rare
amulets with carved representations. From the 9th century onwards, especially in the period from the 10th
to the 12th centuries, various types of earrings and earring (hanging by the ears and cheeks), bracelets
(with widened and narrowed ends, intertwined wires, bracelets and necklaces made of colored glass paste)
dominate, rare examples of cross reliquaries and rings. Rings were one of the most popular types of
jewelry in the Middle Ages, worn by all social and age categories, of both sexes, carrying with them
symbolic meaning, but also a practical purpose. The presented jewelry includes rings with pyramidal and
flat heads, with some carved geometric and vegetal ornaments, but also anthropomorphic representations.

Medieval jewelry has a prestigious, aesthetic and amuletic role.

The presented jewelry contains representative samples, with a chronological framework from
prehistory to the 20th century, giving a complete picture of what jewelry and its functional component
looked like in all cultural and historical eras, from the Neolithic, the Metal Age, antiquity and the Middle
Ages. There is a wealth of techniques, shapes and motifs, with the interweaving of different artistic
influences and their authentic merging with the local.

In addition to the jewelry found in the grave complexes, folk jewelry is also included. Rings are
characteristic, but also the applications that they wore on their belts. In the early 19th century, civil jewelry
also appeared, under the influence of Western culture, adapting to new needs and materials. It is a time that
also encompasses the beginning of the 20th century.
