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“Citizens of Shtip, participants in the Balkan wars 1912/1913 and in
the First world war 1915/1918”

The Balkan wars from the year 1912-1913 represent a start of the most tragic outcome from the
liberation war which the Macedonian people had started with the rebellions and the uprisings from
the second half of the XIX and the start of the XX century.

The first Balkan war has started on the 18th of October 1912.

The alliance of the Balkan countries saw a good chance to gain some of the parts of European Tur-
key by warfare, and at the same time to fulfill its long time wishes for a national union of their compa-
triots in the captured lands. With the military successes of the Serbian military in Kumanovo, Skopje,
Prilep and Bitola, and the military successes of the Bulgarian military in Tracia, the Ottoman Empire
was greatly defeated. Almost all of the territories which recently were ruled by the Ottoman Empire
fell in the hands of the Balkan allies. The territory of Macedonia had been occupied and divided by
the alliance armies. In this condition, the great conflicts and animosity which secretly existed between
the countries of the alliance because of their territorial pretensions to Macedonia came to the fore.

The Macedonian people welcomed the start of the First Balkan war as a beginning of the rooting
out of the Ottoman governing. No one has even supposed that it is actually a beginning of a war for
dividing of Macedonia. The people gave an active cooperation and support to the ally armies in their
fight with the Ottomans. Especially big contribution was given by the Macedonians who were included
in the lines of the Bulgarian army, organized in so called Macedonian — Odrinopolchenie (volunteers).
Their organization in the Opolchenie was led by AleksandarProtogerov and PetarD’rvingov. The same
organization was made by the organization of the Bulgarian army. At the same time, the former quar-
ters of the volunteering band was transformed in Quarters Opolcenski brigades.

After receiving weapon from the Bulgarian army, the Macedonian — Odrin volunteers were trans-
ferred to the Thrace front. On the Trace front, the Quarters of the Macedonian — Odrin volunteers was
dismissed, and the brigades were placed in other units. Despite the fact that they were sent far away
from their country and they didn’t have any military training, the volunteers from Macedonia, they
have proved themselves as very militant and managed to make the Ottoman military of Javer-Pasha
at retreat at the first attack, with what the Ottomans had a lot of losses. In the meantime, three more
volunteering battalions were formed: the Kukus, the Voden and the Shtip ones. With it, every brigade
was strengthened with one more Macedonian battalion.

14.670 people were in the Macedonian — Odrinopolchenie in the spring of 1913, 12.000 of which
were Macedonian.’ The liberation ambitions of the Macedonian people were rudely manipulated
by the Bulgarian state. The sending on the Trace, and not the Macedonian front was justified by the
Bulgarian supreme command with the fright of the Macedonian opolchenici not to initiate a clash
with the Serbian and the Greek allies on the front in Macedonia. This reason is inacceptable for the
Macedonian historiography because it is a transparent policy, for the Macedonians to be removed

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from their field on which they would initiate a different situation, which would not be in the interest
of the secret diplomacy of the Balkan allies and would interfere with their interests. A great part of the
Macedonians lost their lives in the battles in Trace, or, in other words, they were sacrificed for foreign
goals, although they thought that they were fighting for the liberation of Macedonia. Also, a great
number of Macedonian volunteer’s trough so called “National defense” were deployed in the arrays
of the Serbian army. With the advancement of the Serbian army in Macedonia, a bigger number of
Macedonians were deployed in the first lines of combat. At the same time, Macedonian volunteers
were deployed in the lines of the Greek army.

The strive of division and dismembering of the territory of Macedonia was the reason for thestart
of the First Balkan war. After losing its territories in Albania, the Serbian state asked for a compensa-
tion in Macedonia at the cost of Bulgaria. The Greek state asked for territories in the East part of Coast-
al part of Macedonia, as well as an exclusive right on the city of Salonika. The Bulgarian state didn't
want to accept their requests, for what it received a support from the Austro-Hungary. On the 1st of
June 1913, Serbia and Greece agreed on a joint war against Bulgaria. At the same time they agreed on
how to split Macedonia.

On the 29 of June 1913, the Bulgarian army performed an attack on the Serbian and Greek armies,
with what the second Balkan war started. On the side of Serbia and Greece, Monte Negro, Romania
and Turkey joined. The biggest battle during the Second Balkan war was on the river Bregalnica be-
tween the Serbian and the Bulgarian armies, of which the Serbian army came as a winner. There were
also great battles near Dojran, Strumica, Gevgelija and Kukush.

During the Second Balkan war in the armies of the two belligerent sides, despite the mass deser-
tions, there were also rebellions in certain units. The Macedonian citizens who were in the first battle
lines of the two sides who were in war, leading self-destruction war in favour of its occupatorsshoed a
big dissatisfaction against the allies war. So, during the battle on Bregalnica many rebellions broke out,
as an example in the 4th Bulgarian army, and in the 3rd Serbian army there were massive desertions.
At some parts of the front lines during the Second Balkans war in the armies of the two militant side’s
fraternizations between the Bulgarian and the Serbian military could be marked. Actually, those were
Macedonians who knew each other from before and have understood the goals of the war, so they
didn’t want to participate in the war of shattering of their own fatherland.

The Balkan war ended with a peace conference which was held in the city of Bucharest in Romania
on the 10th of August 1913.

With that, a new division of Macedonia was performed. Bulgaria kept the smallest part of Mace-
donia, the Pirin part with the city of Strumica and the surrounding villages. Serbia got the Vardar part
of Macedonia without Strumica and its surrounding. Greece got the biggest and at the same time the
most beautiful part of Macedonia, the Aegean part, and a small part of Macedonia during the demar-
cation of Serbia and Albania fell to the newly formed Albanian state.
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The outbreak of the First world war in Europe 1914/1918, between the two warring imperialistic
blocks — the Central forces, led by Germany and Austro-Hungary and the forces of the Entente, led by
France, England and Russia, have actualized the question about Macedonia. The interests of the two
blocks crossed on the Balkan Peninsula too.

The start of the First World War caught Serbia and Bulgaria in totally aggravated relations. Bulgaria,
dissatisfied from the decisions of the Bucharest peace treaty, according to which it kept a smaller part
of Macedonia, with which it openly took the side of Serbia’s enemies, and those were the Central forc-
es. Under a formally pronounced neutrality, even from the start of the war, Bulgaria started preparing
for a revenge war, waiting for a favorable moment to attack Serbia and to take Macedonia from it. This
kind of policy Bulgaria had totally suited Austro-Hungary, which wasn't satisfied with the expansion of
Serbia in the Vardar valley and was waiting for a suitable moment to attach Serbia. Austria-Hungary
will use the Sarajevo assassination on the 28th of June 1914 as a cause for pronouncing war against
Serbia.

Immediately after the outbreak of the First World War, Macedonia was subdued and divided on
three parts. The Macedonian economy and the Macedonian people were exposed to the hardest
exploitation. A full mobilization of the Macedonian people was performed, who was used either on
the front as a “cannon meat” or in the back for building military objects under extremely miserable
conditions. So, during the autumn 1915, the Bulgarian supreme command created the famous 11th
Macedonian division in whose military formational structure around 33.000 Macedonians were in-
cluded.” Because of these difficult conditions, the dissatisfaction of the population grew more and
more, and it changed into a resistance, in the beginning a passive resistance, through avoiding mobi-
lization and desertion. The Macedonian people in the part which was under occupation by the forces
of the Entente was also exposed to a similar and even more severe exploitation. Here, it endured the
government of the Greek administration and the ally forces. Despite the military conditions in which
the Macedonian people was placed in both of the sides of the front, the unbearable use of the ma-
terial and the human resources, the Macedonian settlements and towns were exposed to everyday
ruining and destructions.

The First World War ended with a Peace treaty inParis in 1919, with which the neighboring coun-
tries keptthe Macedonian territories, gained with thedivision of Macedonia with the Bucharest peace
treaty in 1913 with which Strumica and its surrounding territory as a constituent part of Bulgaria, and
according the Versailles treaty, Strumica and the surrounding territories were assigned to Serbia. The
end of the war and the creation of the new state Kingdom SHS, in which Macedonia entered, not only
that didn’t improve the life of the Macedonians, but it became even harder. The Macedonian people
remained subjugated and divided between the neighbors after the war too. Among the other horrors
and consequences from the First World War in Shtip and the surrounding parts of Shtip different con-
tagious diseases like the malaria, the spotty typhus, the cholera and the Spanish flu appeared, from
which despite the soldiers civilian population also died.

The content of this album is comprised of photographs and biographies of a part of the citizens of
Shtip who have taken active participance in the wars and for whom we have written before. Smaller

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part of these people have participated in the wars voluntarily, while the bigger part of them were mo-
bilized by force in the alien armies. In the album there are cases of people who were victims of double
mobilization, first from the Serbian army, later in the Bulgarian and vice versa.Not seldom on the alien
fronts brother against brothers fought, mobilized in different neighboring armies. Part of the people in
the album left their lives in alien fronts, and part of them have outlived all those perils and have lived
to tell their memories to their descendants, and with that they have obliged the future generations to
immortalize them in this album through these kinds of projects and researches.
